PART ONE: THE INNER YOU
IIn Part One of the interpretations you will read two sections concerned with your
individual traits.

IThe first section describes your ego (sun), emotional make-up (moon), learning
and intellectual orientation (Mercury), relationships and sociability (Venus), and
the expression and focus of your physical energy (Mars).

IThe second section describes how well you deal internally with the external
situations that you experience in life. Your capacity for happiness (Jupiter), ability
to tolerate restrictions and frustrations (Saturn), how you are associated with or
relate to new or innovative ideas and methods, and radical ideas and events that
upset the status quo (Uranus), how you are associated with or affected by public
ideals, morality, and spirituality (Neptune), and how you are associated with or
affected by public policies toward crime, toward the power of government and
industry, and toward exploration, development, conservation and distribution of
natural resources (Pluto).

SUN

IThe sun rules will power and ego. It is the core of your potential and uniqueness as
an individual; who you are and what you are about. It represents the main
direction and focus you want your life to take, and your determination to
accomplish what you set out to do. It is your personal honesty and integrity, and
the ability to command respect and authority, to impress and influence others.

SUN in SAGITTARIUS in |

IAs the ninth sign of the zodiac, Sagittarius represents the ninth stage in the
evolution of man and his place in the universe. As Scorpio seeks to understand and
control with emotional power, Sagittarius seeks to understand and control with
knowledge. Most Sagittarians have an intellectual curiosity that covers a wide
range of subjects. Never try to present Sagittarians with facts because they already
have an unlimited supply which they gladly recite in rapid succession. They
become bored and restless when surrounded by people or circumstances in which
they have no interest. At such times, they find ways to disappear physically or
mentally. They would rather learn things on their own through travel and
experience than endure structured classroom environments and routine work
assignments. However, given opportunities to broaden their knowledge and gain
experience in the world on their own, they become excellent teachers and
administrators in the very type of educational system they once found so
restricting.

ISagittarians readily adapt to change. This trait is a strength because it is a
survival mechanism, and a weakness because it makes them vulnerable to the
demands and influence of other people. One of their greatest facilities for adapting to
change is making home wherever they happen to be. The astrological symbols for
Sagittarius are the hunter (archer) and the centaur, the mythical half man and
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half horse. They represent the Sagittarian search for collecting and disseminating
truth and knowledge as well as their constant search for new ideas and new
adventures. They are usually quite talkative and, as a rule, do not hesitate to give
their honest opinions, a gesture which seems tactless at times though it is rarely
their intention to be cruel. They have a ready wit and appreciate the humor even
in grim situations.

ISagittarians react physically to everything they experience in life. Before they
assess the practicality or worth of what they are doing, before they sort out their
true emotions, and before they take time to reason things out intellectually, they
have a tendency to shoot first and ask questions later. Communication-oriented
Sagittarians are forever running around with energy and enthusiasm. They are
independent and hard to pin down for long, and indeed, this is the sign of the
bachelor. In one way or another even married Sagittarians seek to maintain some
aspect of personal independence.

IJupiter, planet of bountiful fortunes and good luck, rules Sagittarians. As a rule,
most of them have generous natures and friendly, optimistic personalities. Natural
politicians, they are interested in knowing everyone and in going everywhere. For
the true Sagittarian personality, life is something to be enjoyed every day.
Addicted to all the good things in life, they know how to get maximum enjoyment
from them. Unfortunately too much of a good thing can be ruinous, and prudence
is a difficult trait for most Sagittarians to acquire. The philosophy that "more is
better" describes their tendency for overdoing, a tendency that can result in some
negative situations. Being overly spiritual or too philosophical, for example, they
get too far out of touch with the real world. Making overblown efforts to be prudent
in one area, they can still manage to bankrupt themselves by overindulging in
other areas.

ISagittarians are enthusiastic sportsmen. They enjoy physically challenging
endeavors of all kinds. Archery, jogging, hang gliding, sailing, and fishing

activities. One of the biggest challenges to overcome may be the battle of the bulge
when their fondness for great quantities of food and drink finally catches up with
them.

ISagittarian colors are maroon, tan, navy, orange, and cobalt blue. Vulnerable
parts of the body are the thighs, hips, and, to some extent, the feet.

It describes the flow of your daily
functions; physical, emotional, and mental. The moon represents your residence
and domestic environment. It rules babies and young children, your mother and
other important females in your life.

IThose born with the moon in a Water sign need to establish solid emotional
commitments. Before considering the practicality of a situation, and before
objectively examining the facts, they react emotionally. They are highly intuitive,
though at times, it is deceptively self-serving. As lunar Water sign personalities,
those with moon in Scorpio are primarily led by their emotions. If they are
subjected to emotional manipulation or deprivation in childhood, they are not going
to reveal their vulnerability by openly expressing their feelings or needs. If they are
raised in a non-threatening environment, they will probably emerge as mild
mannered, easy to get along with adults. There is no denying the potential for
hedonism, possessiveness, jealousy, and revenge in these individuals but not all of
them give in to such destructive energies.

If they
don't have a natural inclination for a subject, or even for school in general, it is
difficult for them to stay very long in the confining routine of formal education.
Many of these individuals possess considerable gifts for mimicry and oratory. Very
independent in their ideas and opinions, they learn best by traveling and
circulating in various groups and in different places. When communicating
opinions and ideas, they have a tendency to be very direct, sometimes to the point
of what others consider tactless.

ISocial attitudes and behavior of individuals with natal Venus in Scorpio are
strongly influenced by their emotional needs. They are not usually shy and, in
fact, many of them are quite gregarious. How much attention they seek for
themselves is determined by other factors. They have a strong, passionate nature
that they must control if they wish to avoid being possessive, obsessive, or jealous.
Even those who seem outwardly easy-going will consciously or subconsciously seek
to control relationships. They are not ones to mince words or engage in idle flattery.
Many of their interactions with others, even fleeting or superficial contacts, are apt
to be tinged with a certain intensity.

MARS

know they are being observed, and when they know that what they are doing
commands respect. Rejection in business or romance is not something they accept
easily, and they continue to relentlessly pursue their goals in any way they think
will work. The influence of Capricorn may mean a certain ruthlessness in their
nature, but that is what it takes to succeed in the fiercely competitive situations
they pursue. These individuals are often the ones responsible for bringing about
greatly needed changes, and establishing institutions and structures that
ultimately benefit many people other than themselves.

JUPITER

Jupiter rules your potential for growth and expansion on many levels; physical,
intellectual, spiritual, cultural, and the accumulation of material assets, power,
and status. It describes your optimism and aspirations. It represents your father
and his position in society.

JUPITER in SCORPIO €ijn H

Individuals with natal Jupiter in Scorpio have intense emotional desires and
interests. Their capacity for growth and expansion is on an emotional level.
Unfortunately, with Scorpio there is also a tendency for manipulation and they
may engage in this practice without fully realizing its destructive potential. As
Jupiter's zeal overwhelms the reasonableness of moderation, they can lapse into
fanaticism. These individuals are often remarkable in their ability to understand
nature and its elementary forces. Many are gourmets as well as gourmands.

SATURN

ISaturn rules responsibilities, restrictions and limitations you are apt to
encounter, and the lessons you must learn in life. It does not deny or diminish
imagination, inspiration, spirituality, and good fortune but it does demand that
these things be given structure and meaning.

SATURN in LEO finE

lIndividuals with natal Saturn in Leo find limitations or restrictions concerning
their romantic encounters, children, and creative projects. They may tend to
approach these matters with a too-heavy hand or too severe an attitude. Capacity
for enjoyment may be lost. Success lies in their willingness to accept the
responsibilities that go along with pleasure, but not let responsibility diminish
enjoyment. Pride may be their biggest stumbling block. They may be financially
astute, creatively constructive, or bring the needed touch of reality and
practicality to situations.

URANUS

IUranus rules personal as well as societal freedom. It indicates originality of
thought and expression. In society it rules radical ideas and people as well as
revolutionary events that wupset established structures. Uranus takes
approximately seven years to transit one sign, taking about 84 years to complete
all twelve signs. Since groups of people with Uranus in the same sign are separated
by 84 years, the influence of this planet in a sign is generational. The personal
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implications of Uranus in your life are described by its house position and the
aspects it makes with other planets in your natal chart. It describes areas of
unpredictability, and where you or your life style may be different than those
around you. It relates to the unusual or unique. Friends and associations to which
you belong are also indicated, as is your potential involvement with science and
technology, computers, and the media.

URANUS in GEMINI 9in C

IThe generation of individuals born with natal Uranus in Gemini want freedom of
speech and communication. Research and development of innovative technology
and methods of communication are eagerly undertaken. All new ideas get
attention, and freedom of information is emphasized.

NEPTUNE

INeptune rules those who are oppressed or abandoned; the misfits of society. On a
higher level it rules visionaries, and those who are glamorous and charismatic. It
represents spirituality, mysticism, and ideals. Neptune is in one sign for
approximately thirteen years, taking about 164 years to complete its cycle
through all twelve signs. Since 164 years separate people born during its transit of
one sign and those born when it returns, Neptune's significance in any sign is
described as generational or historical. On a personal level, Neptune's house
position and the aspects it makes with other planets in your natal chart will
describe spirituality, abstract thinking, illusion, disillusionment, and other areas
of your life where things aren't always what they seem. It rules derangement,
guilt, persecution, and describes the potential for experiences related to
confinement, abandonment, and addiction or physical intolerance to drugs.

NEPTUNE in LIBRA hin G

IDuring the most recent period of Neptune in Libra in 1942-1957 the
establishment of the United Nations was typical of the Libran effort to establish
peace. Neptune's influence is also evident since the U. N. has had minimal effect in
accomplishing its goals. Equality (Libra) for minorities (Neptune) may get
attention but real solutions may prove illusive.

PLUTO

IPluto takes approximately 248 years to make one cycle through all twelve signs.
The period Pluto spends in each sign can vary from twelve years to thirty two
years due to the eccentricity of its orbit. Like atomic energy (a force ruled by
Pluto), the presence and direction of Pluto's energy are never obvious until it is
used. Pluto® influence in any sign is interpreted as generational or historical. In
your personal life, Pluto's significance is interpreted from its house position and the
aspects it makes to other natal planets in your horoscope. Pluto rules intense
energy, and describes the areas in which you consciously or subconsciously seek to
exercise power or control. Pluto is also linked to your karmic responsibility, and in
this respect, it describes the areas where you must gain the deepest level of
understanding.
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PLUTO in LEO Pin E

IPluto’'s last period in Leo was 1938-1957. Leo rules the king or representative
government. During Pluto's transit of Leo in the late 1600's and early 1700's, John
Locke, philosopher of the English Revolution and American Revolution, wrote his
famous essays stating that governments existed by virtue of voluntary agreements
and their function was to protect the rights of individuals.

PART TWO: THE OUTER YOU

IIn Part Two you will read about the twelve houses of the horoscope. The houses
represent areas of life in which you operate on a daily basis. You will read
descriptions of how you handle the circumstances you encounter in each of these
areas, according to your nature, personality and other traits as they are outlined in
Part One.

HOUSE 1

IThe first house and the sign that rules the first house, which is also known as the
Ascendant or Rising sign, describes your outer personality and physical attributes.
To some extent it also describes your health and the type of illnesses you may
experience.

CANCER ASCENDANT D on 1st

IA Cancer Ascendant indicates those who are dedicated to satisfying their personal
ambitions. However, they can appear so vulnerable that it is difficult for others to
determine just how determined or strong they really are. They can be quite
circumspect and hesitant to reveal their true goals until they are certain of success.
There is potential they will have traumatic partnerships, especially marriage.
Many of them prefer to marry late in life, and tend to select older or more mature
partners or those who represent an authority figure.

IThey are emotionally oriented and may attempt to hide this vulnerability behind
a facade of forcefulness even though, more often than not, the ploy is unsuccessful.
Emotional vulnerability does not deny personal magnetism or ambition. In fact
their emotional commitment to something often causes them to work twice as hard
as anyone else, becoming quite successful in the bargain. Home is not just where
their hearts are, it is usually where they want to physically spend most of their
time and attention.

ICancer is ruled by the moon, which implies strong nurturing instincts that are
evidenced in their caring, sympathetic personalities. In return, they also seek to be
"mothered” and may be guided in life by a strong person (usually female) who fills
this role. Their personalities are subject to great changes. Consciously or
subconsciously they are highly influenced by others. They may, for example, adopt
the latest fashions or mode of behavior whether or not it is personally flattering, or
they may pursue certain activities they feel give them social status rather than
being something they may truly enjoy.

IThey are apt to possess culinary skills, and design or architectural ability.
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Whether or not they have talent in these areas, they are apt to have great interest
in them. Roundness of face, pale, sensitive skin, and baldness or finely textured
hair are physical attributes identified with Cancer Ascendant. Their bodies have a
strong tendency to retain water. Their emotional orientation is indicative of an
addictive nature, which means it is difficult to escape a battle with excess weight or
addictive substances. The breasts, stomach, and digestive system are apt to be their
most physically vulnerable areas.

HOUSE 2

IThe second house describes material assets, how you handle monetary income,
and the potential ways it may be earned. It also indicates the values and priorities
you establish throughout life.

LEO on 2nd HOUSE E on 2nd

ILeo ruling the second house indicates individuals with a need for possessing
advantages. These advantages are linked to their egos and are not necessarily
always represented by money or material assets. These individuals may, for
example, be more interested in gaining power or personal status by having
important friends or acquaintances. Their schemes for attaining what they want
can be original and creative, as well as grandiose and unrealistic. Their goals are
not always self-centered. They can be very altruistic and include charitable or
philanthropic endeavors. How well they handle what they gain, or even if they
will succeed in getting what they want, is another matter and not determined
solely by Leo's influence on the second house. The point is, that they tend to
measure their own self worth by material possessions, power or status, or the
grandness of what they are able to accomplish.

SATURN in 2nd HOUSE ' in 2nd

IFor those with Saturn in the second house, the biggest lessons in life involve
income and assets. This Saturn influence does not necessarily indicate lack of
wealth. It implies that material assets as well as values and priorities, are a
constant source of concern. Whether they are rich or poor, these individuals worry
about money. Concern with money, however, is usually their motivation to
acquire it, and few of them ever experience the poverty they fear. They are
foolishly extravagant when it is unnecessary, and too prudent when a more
generous attitude is needed. They may be so wary about being taken advantage of
that they refuse to help deserving people or causes. Some of them overcompensate
for such unworthy suspicions by being too generous, with the unfortunate result
that people take advantage of them. Grappling with values, priorities, and money-
and in the process learning what is really important in life- is the key to their
happiness and success.

SATURN sextile NEPTUNE fVh

ISaturn sextile Neptune is a generational aspect that implies opportunities in
society for introducing a new stage of religious thinking, a willingness to
investigate the occult and other supernatural phenomena from a scientific point of
view, or finding new uses for drugs and medicines already on the market.
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SATURN conjunct PLUTO f QP

ISaturn conjunct Pluto is a generational aspect that implies desire to find
solutions. It is an excellent influence that promotes important medical and scientific
research. It also arouses concern with conservation and use of the earth's
elementary resources. Individuals born in this generation may or may not be
personally involved in one of these areas, but they react positively toward the
efforts made by those who are.

PLUTO in 2nd HOUSE P'in 2nd
IPluto in the second house indicates those with intense desires. These individuals
may focus so intently on attaining something that everything and everyone else
becomes meaningless. They find it difficult, if not impossible, to give up one thing in
order to attain another. Consciously or subconsciously, they tend to equate wealth
or status with control or power. However, the real power these individuals can gain
comes through their understanding that money and material assets may be
attained but never really owned, and. . . that all things, including the amount of
time and the physical body they are given at birth, are merely borrowed. Pluto's
influence suggests the potential for complete regeneration of assets. It includes the
potential for these individuals to experience circumstances that help them develop
much deeper values and priorities. Other potentials include those who are more
likely to leave an inheritance than to gain one. Pluto also suggests that by choice or
circumstances, there may be secrecy associated with their income or assets.

HOUSE 3

IThe third house describes your mental state, intellectual orientation, self-
expression and communication, early education, mechanical dexterity and skills,
immediate environment (neighborhood), and siblings. It indicates physical actions,
and transportation, especially within your immediate environment. To a certain
extent the third house also describes the job or health of your father.

LEO on 3rd HOUSE E on 3rd

ILeo ruling the third house indicates individuals who are likely to assert
themselves and their ideas through all kinds of communication networks they set
up, and by being (or trying to be) everywhere at once. Their need for self-expression
goes beyond mere desire. Thoughts and ideas are the direct expression of their egos.
In turn this implies they need to find ways to express themselves as a means of
preserving their egos. They want to develop their ideas, but it doesn't necessarily
mean they will seek a formal education. Nor does the desire to assert their ideas
signify they will seek public recognition. They may be content, for example, with a
simple thing like keeping a diary. If they have talent their egos find adequate
expression in artistic endeavors. There is likely to be much interaction with others
in their immediate vicinity such as family members or neighbors. Their facility
and need for communication may turn them into constant travelers, letter writers,
and telephone users. They enjoy dealing with information and ideas.
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HOUSE 4

IThe fourth house describes your residence, domestic environment, and family
members, especially your mother. It indicates the beginning as well as the end of
various cycles in your life.

VIRGO on 4th HOUSE F on 4th

IVirgo ruling the fourth house indicates those who are likely to prefer working at
home or spend a great deal of time with hobbies or projects at home. They often
possess extensive collections of magazines and other factual material. If they
happen to be more mechanically inclined than intellectually oriented, their homes
become bases for tinkering with mechanical devices, the most popular of which are
automobiles. Because of the sensitive, critical nature of Virgo, its influence implies
they have a critical eye toward certain aspects of their households. They may, for
example, have a compulsion to maintain neat well-organized homes. They allow
their homes to be used for community meetings or other neighborhood projects.
The negative potential of Virgo® influence can mean arguments or separation from
siblings, as well as estrangements and disagreements with neighbors. Virgo®
influence suggests that the domestic nature of these individuals can be very
restless, indicating frequent changes of residence, frequent alterations to their
homes, or maintaining more than one residence.

NEPTUNE in 4th HOUSE h in 4th

IBeing an adopted child is one of the potentials for those with Neptune in the
fourth house. Childhood experiences can make these individuals feel they were
deprived or abandoned, even if it is not true. They may have a very spiritual,
sensitive, or even psychic relationship with their mother. She herself may be
deeply spiritual, intuitive or psychic. She may suffer from the use of drugs, or
there may be secrets, scandal, or mystery surrounding her or her family. Other
potentials include those whose home and family life can be vague or disjointed.
Their domestic environment can also be very spiritual, or highly artistic and
imaginative. Whatever the home or family is like, there are certain elements of
illusion or confusion surrounding it. These individuals may reside near the ocean
or other body of water. It is necessary for them to be able to retreat to their home
and family in order to restore their mental and physical energies. However, they
have to avoid the tendency to hide at home, refusing to face the reality of the
outside world. Negative factors include danger of drowning, and those whose home
may be damaged by water or gas.

NEPTUNE sextile PLUTO h vV P

INeptune sextile Pluto is an aspect of extremely long duration. The current sextile
between these two planets has been affecting generations for the last forty years.
This long term Neptune aspect influences on society represents constant
opportunities to change the course of existing structures and pave the way for new
ones. Those who will live under the influence of the other aspects (i. e. ,
conjunction, square, trine, and opposition) as they occur between these planets in
the future will have to deal with the ideologies and other societal institutions that
we have had the opportunities to create.
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HOUSE 5

IThe fifth house describes your creative talent and imaginative powers, capacity
for enjoyment and the pursuit of pleasure, romance, children, and speculative
ventures.

LIBRA on 5th HOUSE G on 5th

ILibra ruling the fifth house indicates the possibility of individuals who can raise
the pursuit of pleasure to a fine art. They are likely to have the capacity to
genuinely enjoy the physical pleasures that life has to offer, and are often just plain
lucky as well. They love to be dressed in the very best and most beautiful clothes,
and to attend the very finest and most elegant places to dine and be entertained.
They usually have such wonderful manners and personal charm others don't notice
or become offended if they happen to overindulge themselves. They are among the
world's best and most romantic lovers, and their conquests often don® seem to mind
being only one in a long line of romantic partners. The negative potential can mean
inability to enjoy things, problems with children or romance, and bad luck in
speculative ventures. A fifth house Libra influence indicates those who are very
artistic and may be talented stage or costume designers, musicians, writers or
illustrators. They are apt to have wonderful social rapport with children,
understanding instinctively what will amuse and entertain them.

MOON in 5th HOUSE 4 in 5th

IMoon in the fifth house indicates individuals who are sensitive, romantic, and apt
to be quite fertile either literally, figuratively or both. They may be rather lax
disciplinarians when dealing with children or pets, but they more than make up for
it with affectionate concern and patience. Unless other factors in their personality
interfere, they attract a large number of friends and acquaintances. Their most
enjoyable times however, are likely to be experienced at home and with family
members. The pursuit of pleasure is problematic for these individuals. With
concentrated efforts they can be very prudent and self-controlled. However when
they lack self discipline, they open the door to weight gain, promiscuity, wasted
talents, and addiction to habit-forming substances. Fond of the arts and
entertainment, they may possess a fair amount of imagination and creative talent
of their own.

IMoon sextile Mars indicates that all the wit and verbal expressions in the world
are meaningless to these individuals unless these intangible things are also
accompanied by physical demonstrations. They seek to carry out their plans and
ideas, thoughts and desires, and they expect others to do the same. Though they are
likely to encounter many situations to act, they are not ones to sit around, and
many go out and create their own opportunities.

M OON square SATURN a T f
IOutward success is nearly always possible for those with Moon square Saturn, but
it isn't easy; and more often than not, they are not satisfied after it is achieved. Lack
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of emotional flexibility can be one of the impediments to being truly happy. They
may be guilty of always trying to get around rules and regulations, though they
are not above imposing them on others. There may be reticence or awkwardness
when expressing their feelings. These are individuals who learn from their
mistakes and possess the capability of developing organization and patience which
are the keys to phenomenal success.

MOON square PLUTO a T P

IMoon square Pluto indicates those who may have the unfortunate habit of
outsmarting themselves. They are apt to have analytical ability and keen
perceptiveness but those traits can sometimes get in the way. Looking for hidden
motives or continually thinking there may be something beyond the obvious may
simply be a waste of their time. Revenge and possessiveness can threaten the
happiness of relationships. Many of them have an instinctive understanding of
power, where it is and who has it. Overcoming the need to possess power for
themselves they can then set about to let it work for them indirectly, and in this
way attain great success.

VENUS in 5th HOUSE C in 5th

IVenus in the fifth house indicates individuals with the ability to raise socializing
and the pursuit of pleasure to an art form. Theirs is such a merry, generous nature
that others don't notice or become offended if they happen to overindulge
themselves. They can be such thoughtful and excellent lovers that their amorous
conquests don® seem to mind being in a long line of other romantic partners. They
enjoy expensive clothes and other luxury items. The potential for artistic or other
creative talents leads quite a few of them to a career in stage and costume design,
music, writing, or illustration. They are apt to have special rapport with children,
understanding what sort of activities amuse and entertain them. The negative
potential of this Venus house position includes the possibility of encountering
problems with children and romance, bad luck in speculative ventures, and lack of
ability to derive enjoyment from anything.

VENUS conjunct JUPITER cQe

IVenus conjunct Jupiter indicates those likely to have generous, philanthropic
natures unless severe afflictions occur in their personalities and backgrounds.
There is certain to be cultural pursuits and appreciation of knowledge, though
there may not be patience enough, or perhaps too much laziness for great
scholarship, unless a high motivational factor presents itself. There is love of
adventure, drama, and a keen and ready wit.

JUPITER in 5th HOUSE € in 5th
IJupiter in the fifth house indicates those with a strong sense of their own creative
spirit. It is more than an abundant expression of artistic talent, vivid imagination,
or abundant procreation. Jupiter in the fifth house indicates individuals who want
to feel somehow set apart from the world while still a part of it, to associate
themselves with higher spiritual or intellectual levels. However, even those who
aspire to the highest planes of spirituality and creativity are likely to possess a
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merry disposition that is not above enjoying the pleasures and delights of the
physical world. The influence of Jupiter suggests they are likely to be very generous
to romantic partners, having the ability to be a friend as well as a lover to them.
They are attracted (romantically or as friends) to those with a high degree of
intelligence, enthusiasm, spirituality, and a flair for excitement and drama.
Whether or not these individuals become parents themselves, their attitude toward
children is warm and caring, though perhaps a bit too indulgent at times. Likely to
be fond of animals, they treat their pets with the same doting affection as their
children. The negative potential of this Jupiter house position includes the
possibility of disappointment in romance and speculative ventures, gross
exaggeration, and reckless indulgence.

JUPITER square PLUTO e T P

IJupiter square Pluto implies a generation that succeeds through sheer force of will
power. Societal situations which confront these individuals involve issues of power
and control and, as a result, they are forced to analyze and understand human
psychological motivations and behavioral patterns. How much of this spills into
their private affairs is a matter of other factors in their personalities and
backgrounds.

HOUSE 6
IThe sixth house describes your job, daily responsibilities (paid and unpaid), and
those who work for or with you. It also represents your health, and physical fitness.

SAGITTARIUS on 6th HOUSE | on 6th

ISagittarius ruling the sixth house indicates individuals with a strong streak of
independence that urges many of them to operate their own businesses rather than
work for others. However even those don't mind being employed by others, are still
likely to have a very independent attitude toward work habits. They are happiest
when allowed to work unsupervised, set their own pace, decide their own deadlines,
and fix their own schedules. The negative potential can mean those with health
problems caused by overindulgence. Their job performance may suffer from
chronic disorganization or procrastination, or a too-confining work environment.
They prefer jobs that involve selling, sports, traveling or publishing. They also
enjoy consulting, law, education, religion, and art. They are apt to be animal
lovers, though as animal trainers they may lack the urge to maintain the constant
discipline needed for control. The same thing may be said about their personal lives
and relationships with those who work for or with them.

SUN in 6th HOUSE In 6th
ISun in the sixth house indicates those whose personal identification is tied to their
work, as well as to co-workers or other people for whom they are responsible. They
handle even the most routine tasks with dedication and pride, inspiring the
admiration of others who are less organized or motivated. Those who can't (or don't)
take pride in their work end up discouraged and bitter. Some of them exaggerate
the importance of what they do, while others fail to accept any work they think is
beneath them. Whatever their work may be, they will demand tangible payment
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and recognition of their efforts. Health and physical fitness are, or should be,
important to them.

SUN conjunct MARS Qd

IThese individuals are apt to have innately restless natures. This restlessness may
be apparent in their constant competitiveness, inability to settle down, or tendency
to practically kill themselves with overwork. There is a good bit of self-absorption
and, though they may not be intentionally selfish, they can be careless about the
feelings of others. They are apt to get caught up in a certain amount of
possessiveness, jealousy, and quick anger, but these feelings may not last too long
and they are nearly always generous enough to forget the grievance and quickly
get on with other things.

SUN opposite URANUS R g

ISun opposite Uranus indicates that by choice or by circumstances (or both) these
individuals are likely to be out of the main stream of society in one way or another.
They may suddenly shift gears for reasons apparent to no one but themselves. At
times they take the opposite point of view just for the sake of being opposed. They
need to go their own way and keep their own schedule. Being confined or pigeon
holed is an unacceptable situation they resent.

MERCURY in 6th HOUSE b in 6th

IMercury in the sixth house indicates those who like to keep busy whether they
work at an outside job or in their home. However, it doesn't mean they always
accomplish meaningful things. They may become so preoccupied with unnecessary
details or needless tasks, their work is never caught up. Unwilling or unable to
properly delegate tasks to others, they may end up exhausted, overworked, and
frustrated. They may have so many things going on that it is difficult for others to
assist them. Mercury's influence implies those who prefer working in their own
neighborhood or those who may work with or for a neighbor or sibling. These
individuals are also likely to be writers, librarians, researchers, teachers, trainers,
physical fitness experts, or work with computers or in communication. They may
operate or work in employment agencies, or in social or health-related agencies and
services. Whatever their job happens to be, they tend to generate a lot of paper
work, reports, memos, and lists.

MERCURY trine SATURN b S f

IMercury trine Saturn implies those with stable minds, common sense, and a
correct sense of timing. They have organizational and administrative abilities, and
are apt to wander effortlessly into many situations in life in which they can use
their intellectual and communicative skills to great advantage. Understanding
structure and purpose is among their most valuable intellectual assets.

MERCURY sextile NEPTUNE bV h
lIntellectual growth is often the motivation for individuals with Mercury sextile

Neptune to also attain spiritual and psychological growth. Many of them possess

precognitive abilities that can be developed into remarkable powers. Learning to
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help themselves is often the way in which they end up helping others. Their jobs are
apt to involve working with those who are handicapped, underprivileged, or
institutionalized.

MERCURY trine PLUTO b S P
I'The usual implication of Mercury trine Pluto is a sharp focus on intellectual and
communicative abilities. Whether these individuals have outgoing personalities or
prefer remaining quietly in the background, they tend to owe the success of many
of their endeavors to the ability to observe and analyze human attitudes and
behavior. They believe knowledge is power and, for them, it is apt to be true.

MARS in 6th HOUSE d in 6th

IMars in the sixth house indicates those who concentrate much energy and
vitality in their work. It indicates mechanical skills, and many of these individuals
are inventors, surgeons, tailors, machinists, engineers, builders, and inveterate
tinkerers. Those with managerial skills are tireless administrators who know how to
extract maximum efficiency from their staffs. There is potential for them to choose
a line of work that involves an element of risk. The risk could be physical, economic,
or, in the case of those who work with very ill or disturbed people, it could be
emotional. Their work may involve manufacture or sale of knives, weapons,
explosives, or fire-fighting equipment. Whatever their job, they are happiest in
active environments that offer a wide variety of challenges and tasks. The influence
of Mars also suggests enthusiasm for maintaining health and physical fitness. If
other factors contribute to giving them a high level of energy, they have no trouble
engaging in a variety of activities that keep them in shape. They must guard
against high blood pressure, fever, headaches, and stress.

HOUSE 7

IThe seventh house relates to marriage and partnership or joint ventures of any
kind. It describes how you interact with people and how others tend to regard you.
The seventh house is associated with legal matters, negotiations, contracts, and all
open confrontations, pleasant as well as adversarial.

CAPRICORN on 7th HOUSE J on 7th
ICapricorn ruling the seventh house has many implications concerning the
marital situation of these individuals. One of the first considerations is that they are
not apt to meet with good fortune if they marry too young or without a great deal of
consideration. There is also the possibility they will marry someone older or more
mature. If there are negative factors in their personalities or backgrounds it can
mean marriage and its attendant responsibilities may seem so severe as to prohibit
their ever attempting to marry. Yet another potentiality is that either they or their
marriage partners will view marriage as a means of obtaining security. There is no
direct implication of whether they are the ones to embark on such a venture, or the
ones destined to be married for their money or status. Capricorn's influence on the
seventh house does not mean marriage will be unhappy and indeed, it may be
stable, enduring, and become happier as the years go by. However, others may tend
to regard their marriages as restrictive, too formal or somber. It may be difficult for
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them to enter into light-hearted relationships, and whether they mean to or not,
may acquire responsibilities for people in whom they have no special interest.

HOUSE 8

IThe eighth house is related to taxes, debt, death, legacies, and the income you
receive through marriage or business partner(s). It describes your resourcefulness,
and your ability to develop and use material assets as well as personal skills and
abilities. The eighth house also indicates sexual attitudes and behavior.

AQUARIUS on 8th HOUSE K on 8th

IAquarius ruling the eighth house indicates those with unpredictable or unusual
attitudes concerning sex that may, in fact, have a tendency to purposely run
contrary to current popular opinion. They may, for example, be rigid when
prevailing notions accommodate laxity in sexual behavior. They may then become
very liberal when society imposes too many restrictions. Whatever their stated
views, they can suddenly change and, in addition, are apt to experience unusual
sexual situations. The influence of Aquarius can also mean that the circumstances
of their inheritance, joint finances, debts, and corporate funds they handle may
suddenly be reversed or changed in some way. The income of their marriage
partners is also vulnerable to sudden change. It is also possible that their partner's
income may be derived by some unorthodox method, or from such areas as
medicine, social organizations, fund raising, or international finance. Many of
these individuals devise or use ingenious or unorthodox methods (not necessarily
illegal) regarding taxes and insurance or for recovering debts.

HOUSE 9

IThe ninth house describes higher education, advanced training, publishing,
publicity, advertising, politics, foreign travel, foreign studies, religious and
philosophical views and activities, and cultural pursuits. It relates to court
decisions, a second marriage, and in-laws. To a certain extent the ninth house also
describes the job or health of your mother.

AQUARIUS on 9th HOUSE K on 9th
IAguarius ruling the ninth house suggests that in the matter of higher education
or advanced training, these individuals may be better suited to being self-taught. It
isn't necessarily that they aren't willing or able to pursue higher education, but
there is potential they may be too restless and independent to endure lectures and
formal instructions. Left to their own methods and motivations however, they may
become expert on subjects that interest them and develop impressive mechanical
or artistic skills with little or no formal instruction. There is also implication with
unpredictable Aquarius that they may experience sudden or unexpected
disruptions in their education or training, and perhaps even be required to begin
again at a later time. Religious or philosophical views are apt to be unpredictable
and unorthodox.

IThe tenth house describes your career and other long-range goals, public
reputation, superiors and those in authority.

PISCES on 10th HOUSE L on 10th

IPisces ruling the tenth house indicates individuals who may face the necessity for
guarding their reputations since there is danger of scandal or being connected with
someone else's disgrace. There is also a possibility they will have glamorous or
mysterious public images. Their marriage or business partners may be found
among those who live or were raised near water. The influence of Pisces implies
several situations related to a parent, in most cases, the father. They may, for
example, be abandoned, either literally or figuratively, by the father. There may
also be a secret or sorrow or depression connected with the father, or he may be
disabled, suffer from mental or emotional problems, or be addicted to alcohol or
drugs. Negative potential includes the possibility of failure to get recognition they
deserve or to achieve their goals. The career or long range goals they seek may
involve aiding those who are disabled, institutionalized, underprivileged, or
minorities. Religion, theater, dance, art, medicine, or maritime industries are other
possible areas that hold the key to their destinies.

HOUSE 11

IThe eleventh house rules friendships, organizations to which you belong, and
income derived from self-employment or career (as opposed to wages earned from a
job). It relates to the role you play in the lives of others as child, parent, lover,
spouse, friend, social or business associate. The eleventh house also describes your
hopes and aspirations and capacity for happiness.

ARIES on 11th HOUSE A on 11th
IAries ruling the eleventh house indicates the likelihood of individuals who put
their energy and vitality into establishing a wide range of social contacts and
participating in the activities of clubs and organizations. The enthusiasm and
energy of Aries influences and enhances their social lives and their friendships.
Their friends are likely to fit an Aries description which means they will include
soldiers, hunters, pioneers, sports enthusiasts, inventors, and risk-takers of every
description, as well as those with energetic go-getting attitudes. The negative
potential connected with Aries on the eleventh house can mean individuals who
develop antisocial attitudes, rudeness or irascibility. They may provoke or
participate in arguments and open confrontations. It can also mean individuals who
are never happy with what they have. They may work very hard to achieve
something, only to decide they want something more or something else entirely.
They may have many acquaintances but few friends, there being more energy and
quickly-burned passion in their contacts than long term emotional commitment.
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HOUSE 12

IThe twelfth house describes the private and hidden side of life; your subconscious
mind, dreams, the past, and those who wish you harm or work against your
interests. The twelfth house relates to sorrow, disappointment, loss, solitude or
confinement, hidden fears and worry. It also has connection with the job or health
of your marriage or business partner.

GEMINI on 12th HOUSE C on 12th

IGemini ruling the twelfth house indicates individuals who may keep many of
their ideas and thoughts to themselves. As a rule they are able to think and
communicate more effectively in quiet environments. They are attracted to
investigations that go beyond the physical planes, such as the subconscious,
dreams, and extra sensory perception. Their thoughts and ideas are not always
based on logical reasoning but are often a result of instinct or intuition. Sometimes
this type of thinking works, and sometimes they need to get a clearer sense of
reality. They can become prisoners of their own minds. The influence of Gemini
suggests the possibility of being involved in communication or computers
connected with hospitals, prisons, charitable institutions, or mental institutions.
Their marriage partners may be clerics, artists, or they may work in law, contract
negotiations, teaching, writing, or publishing.

URANUS in 12th HOUSE 9 in 12th

IlUranus in the twelfth house is an indication of those who may subconsciously
fear giving up their personal independence. Though these individuals may have no
trouble getting to sleep, their job or other circumstances may require them to sleep
at odd hours. These individuals must learn to properly relax, and many of them
develop an interest in TM or other methods that help them achieve inner peace and
tranquility. The job and health of a marriage partner is vulnerable to sudden or
unexpected change. Their spouse may also introduce them to unconventional or
unorthodox ideas and methods regarding health and physical fitness. Other
potentials of Uranus in the twelfth house include hidden friendships or activities
with friends, membership in a secret society, and illegal activities that may or
may not represent a subconscious need to rebel against authority.
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
